Foundations of Halacha 10.6 - The Process of Taking Off Terumot and Maasrot

1. Ma’aser Rishon - First Tithe - Parshat Korach

For the tithe of the Children of Israel that they raise up to G-
d as a gift, I have given to the Levites as a birthright.
Therefore I have said of them: among the Children of Israel,
they will not inherit [land] as a birthright.
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2. Terumat Ma’aser - Tithe taken from Tithed Food

And to the Levites you shall speak and say unto them:
When you take from the children of Israel the tithe, which I
have given to you from them as your birthright, you shall
take from it a gift for G-d — a tithe from the tithe. Your tithe
shall be reckoned for you like grain from the threshing-floor
and like the ripeness of the vat. So shall you too raise up the
gift for G-d from all your tithes that you will take from the
Children of Israel, and you shall give from it a Gift of G-d to
Aaron the Kohen.

After we separate Terumah Gedolah, one separates one
tenth from what is left over, and this is what is called
Maaser Rishon.

Maaser Rishon is permissible to be eaten by an Israelite, and
it is permissible to eat it in a state of impurity.
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4. Shach

Maaser Rishon — after one has taken off Terumat Maaser from it, it
is Chullin {not consecrated} and may be eaten by an Israelite. For
it says, “Your tithe shall be reckoned for you like grain from the
threshing-floor and like the ripeness of the vat.” Just as [produce on]
the threshing floor is Chullin in every respect, so is Maaser Rishon
that has had its Terumah taken off Chullin in every respect. Any
place where it uses the term “holy” or “redemption”
referring to Maaser Sheini.

Nowadays, if one would like to redeem Maaser Sheini worth a
Maneh {one hundred silver coins} with a Perutah {coin of minimal
value}, he may do so. He should throw the Perutah into the Big
Sea. However, for other rivers, he must grind up the Perutah first.

D . Aside from the Mitzvah of taking off, there is also a
Mitzvah of giving, that is, giving Terumot to a Kohen ,
Maaser Rishon to a Levi, and Maaser Oni to a poor person.
However, in our time, the mitzvah of giving to a Kohen and
levi is not in effect, since our Kohanim and levi’im do not
have...even the status of “Kohanim and Levi'im by way of
chazakah”.

) . The obligation of giving Maaser Oni to a poor person
exists even today. However, for produce about which it is
questionable whether it is subject to Maaser, there is no
mitzvah of giving Maaser Oni to a poor person. However,
in the case of produce that is definitely subject to Maaser,
one is obligated to give Maaser Oni to a poor person.
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
