aring for after Yom Tov

1. Gemara Beitzah 17a

The Rabbi taught: We may not bake on {one day of] Yom Tov
for the next. In truth, they said: A woman may fill the entire
pot with meat, even though she needs only one piece; a baker
may fill a barrel of water [and boil it], even though he needs
only one jug. However, regarding baking, he may bake only
what he needs. R Shimon ben Elazar says: A woman may fill
the entire oven with bread because bread bakes better when
the oven is full. Rava said: The Halacha follows the opinion
of R Shimon ben Elazar.
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2. Shulchan Aruch OC 503:1

It is forbidden to bake, cook or slaughter on Yom Tov for the
needs of the morrow, even if it is a Shabbat or Yom Tov. This
even applies with respect to the two days of Rosh Hashanah.
However, a woman may fill a pot with meat [and cook it],
even if she does not require more than one piece. Rema One
may certainly slaughter, even if he does not require more than
an olive’s bulk [of its meat]. This only applies before the
meal has been eaten, but after the meal, she cannot cook and
say: “I will eat an olive’s bulk from it.”, as this constitutes
artfulness. However, if she transgressed and cooked (or if
hone slaughtered), it is permissible to eat it.

3. Shulchan Aruch 503:2

A baker may fill a cask with water [and cook it], even though
he does not require more than one jug. Rema However, he
must put all the water on the fire with a single action; he is
forbidden to add [water] if the cask is already on the fire, as
this entails exertion which is unnecessary.
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4, Mishna Berurah on OC 503:1

It is forbidden to bake,... - Even an action that is not a forbidden
Shabbat labor, but mere exertion, such as washing dishes or fetching
wine, is also forbidden [to be done] on one Yom Tov [day] for
another, as is explained at the end of Sec. 667; see what we have
written about this there.
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5. Shulchan Aruch OC 667

Rema: There are those who have adopted the practice of
saying when they depart from the Sukkah: May it be Your will
that we should merit to sit in the Sukkah of the skin of the
Leviathan. It is forbidden to prepare on Yom Tov (i1) for the
needs of Yom Tov night. (1) It is likewise forbidden to set up
the tables and benches in the house for the needs of the night,
as this constitutes preparation.
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6. Mishna Berurah

(i) for the needs of Yom Tov night - i.e. of Simchat Torah, for it
may possibly be a weekday. For the details of this ruling, see above
in Sec. 503.

It is forbidden to bring wine on one of the two days of Yom Tov for
the other. At a time of pressing need, when one will not find wine
easily at night, it is permitted wine - and likewise water - on one Yom
Tov Day for the other. Only, it is necessary to bring it while much of
the day is still left (so that one’s purpose will not be obvious, since he
could be bringing it for the needs of that day). One must also not
bring it in the manner that he carries it in on a weekday, rather, only
with an alteration. Nevertheless, we have no proof that one can
permit [the bringing of wine] for weekday needs, as one could argue
that it is only permitted for a mitzvah need. That is why one may not
make up beds on Shabbat for a weekday. It is therefore forbidden to
search in the Torah Scroll on Shabbat for Yom Tov. (l.e. it is
forbidden on a Shabbat that is Erev Yom Tov to arrange the Torah
Scroll at the passage which will be read from on Yom Tov. Likewise,
from one Yom Tov day for the other.
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(1) It is likewise forbidden to set up the tables... - The
Acharonim {later authorities} are agreed that only assembling (i.e.
placing the board on the legs) is forbidden, but to bring tables and
benches from the Sukkah to the house is permitted. If one needs
them for that day’s needs, and, likewise, if one needs to assemble
them so that the house will not look like a ruin, it is permitted to
assemble them.
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
