Foundations of Halacha 17.6 - What to Kasher and How to Kasher It

1. Shulchan Aruch YD 121:2

If one acquired from [idol worshippers] utensils which had been
used with hot [foods], whether of metal, of wood or stone, he
should purge them and then immerse them.- if they are metal -
and they are then permissible [for use]. If he immersed them and
then purged them, they are [nevertheless] permissible. Some say
that it is necessary to immerse them again.
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2. Shulchan Aruch OC 451:7-8

There is [an authority] who says that spoons made out of horn
cannot be rectified by Ha’agalah; since they get spoiled by hot
water, we are concerned that one may be anxious about them
[and not perform proper Ha'agalah].

Whether a utensil is of wood, of stone or of metal, the ruling is
that be must be koshered with Ha'agalah. Rema Likewise, a bone
utensil requires Ha'agalah.
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3. Shulchan Aruch YD 121:5

If one performed Ha’agalah on a utensil that requires Libun, it is
forbidden to use it with hot [food], even not through fire. Rema However,
it is permissible to use them with cold, even initially, through rinsing and
thorough scrubbing. This certainly appliers to a utensil that requires
Ha’agalah. This applies only to a casual use, e.g. that one is in the
house of the idol-worshipper, or post-facto. However, if one wants to
use this utensil on an established basis, some rule stringently, saying that
even to use with cold, it requires Ha’agalah or Libun, as a safeguard lest
he use it for hot. So is the accepted practice. Even [in the case of]
utensils which were used with cold, if there is a concern that they may
have used it to warm wine, e.g. silver utensils, the accepted practice is to
perform Ha’agalah on them; one should not deviate from this. Even
cabinets and tables acquired from idol worshippers, the accepted
practice is to perform Ha’agalah on them, lest hot [food] was spilled on
them. This is only initially; post-facto, there is no need to be concerned
for all this. An earthenware utensil that was used with cold, since it is
impossible for it to undergo Ha’agalah, is considered post-facto, and it
is sufficient for it to be washed and rinsed well. Subsequently, it is
permissible to place in it even sharp [foods] like vinegar and such;
certainly hard foods like herbs and such.
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4., Shulchan Aruch OC 451:1

Pots that are of earthenware which were used with Chametz all
year, even those with which they prepare cooked cereal and flour
products, should be scrubbed thoroughly to ensure that Chametz
will not be discernible on them. It is then permitted to retain them
for after Pesach to be used both with the same kind of food and
with a different kind of food. One must put them away during
Pesach in a secluded place to which one does not normally go, so
that he will not come to use them on Pesach. It is desirable to shut
them up in a room and to put away the key. However, burning
the pots by baking them in a fire will be of no avail for them, nor
for any earthenware utensil which was used with hot [Chametz],
even if it was not used on the fir, but steaming liquid was poured
into it. Rema Some forbid even [the use of] aln earthenware] utensil
[that served as a Kli Sheni]. {This applies] even if one fills
[earthenware pots] with [burning] coals, for we are afraid that one
may be anxious about them lest they split and not subject them to
an effective burning.

However, if one returned them to a furnace where new
earthenware vessels are hardened, it is permissible [to use them
during Pesach; since he put them into so strong a fire, he was
definitely not anxious that they might split. However, [this does
not apply] to our ovens. Rema Any utensil which requires Libun or
Ha’agalah is forbidden to be used even for cold [food] if it has not been
koshered.
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5. Shulchan Aruch OC 451:11

A frying pan (i.e.into which one pours oil to bake the food) becomes
permissible with Ha’agalah. Rema Some rule stringently to perform
Libun on the frying pan; however, slight Libun is sufficient, that is, [the
level at which one could] burn straw on it from the outside. The
accepted custom is to perform Libun on in initially; however, Ha’agalah
is sufficient for it if it contains no cavities. .
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6. Shulchan Aruch YD 121:5

Concerning a frying pan, even though for the purposes of Chametz on
Pesach, Ha’agalah is sufficient, for the purposes of other prohibitions, it
requires Libun.
