Rav Yehuda said: A borrowed Talit - for 30 days, it is exempt from
Tzitzit; from that point on, it requires Tzitzit. It was taught so as
well in a Baraita: One who resides in an inn in Eretz Yisrael, and
one who rents a house - for 30 days, he is exempt from [the
obligation to affix a] Mezuzah; from that point on, he is obligated.

However, one who rents a house in Eretz Yisrael - must affix a
Mezuzah immediately, because of [the mitzvah to] populate Eretz
Yisrael.

and one who rents a house - is exempt, for he may go back on [the rental].
because of [the mitzvah to] populate Eretz Yisrael - For after he has affixed
[the Mezuzah, he may no longer remove it, even if he moves out. Therefore it
will be difficult for him to leave because [doing so will entail] the bother of
[acquiring] another Mezuzah. Even if he does leave, another will rent it quickly
when he finds it ready with a Mezuzah. Consequently, Eretz Yisrael will be
settled
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Gemara Bava Metzia 102a

The Rabbis taught: One who rents a house to his fellow - it is
incumbent upon the renter to affix a Mezuzah, and when he
leaves, he may not take it with him and go. [one who rents] from

a gentile - he does take it with him and go. There was an
occurrence with one who took the Mezuzah with him and left,
and buried his wife and his two sons. Is the story coming to
contradict [the Halacha]? Rav Sheishes said: It refers to the first

part.

One who rents a house in Eretz Yisrael, and one who resides in an
inn in Eretz Yisrael is exempt from [the obligation to affix a]
Mezuzah for 30 days. One who rents a house in Eretz Yisrael -
must affix a Mezuzah immediately, because of [the mitzvah to]
populate Eretz Yisrael. Rema - The same ruling applies to one who
borrows a house; his ruling is like that of a renter.

It seems clear that this which has been elucidated that for 30 days,
he is exempt, this is when he rented for less than 30 days or rented
However, if he rented it for 30 days, he is
obligated immediately, for rental for a day is a sale for many
purposes, only that less than 30 days is considered temporary.
However, when he rented it for 30 days or more, it is obvious that
he is obligated immediately.
