1. Gemara Kiddushin 81a

Rav Yosef said: [If there is] a door which is open to the public
domain, we are not concerned with seclusion.

It is true that the wording of the Rashba [is], “And the closing of
doors which I described is not [considered] Yichud until the house
is locked”, but in truth, this is not so...[,rather,] even without
closing the lock, it is Yichud.

Chelkat Mechokek wrote that the
same applies if he is familiar with her.

Mishna. A man may not be secluded with two women, but one
woman may be secluded with two men. Rabbi Shimon says: Even
one man may be secluded with two women when his wife is with
him, and he may sleep in the same inn as they, because his wife
watches him.

A man may be secluded with his mother or daughter, and may
sleep with them with bodily contact. Once they have grown up,
she must sleep in her clothes and he must sleep in his clothes.
