1. Gemara Kiddushin 81b

Rava said: A man may be secluded with two sisters-in-law, with
two co-wives, with a woman and her mother-in-law, with a
woman and the daughter of her husband; and with a woman and
a girl who knows the meaning of cohabitation but will not yield
herself to cohabitation.
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2. Rashi

two sisters-in-law - the wives of two brothers, who have animosity towards each
other in the same fashion as two co-wives, for they are worried that perhaps [her
sister-in-law] will fall into the obligation to do Yibum with her husband, and will
become her co-wife...

knows the meaning of cohabitation - that is to say: what cohabitation is, that
she would know to tell over the occurrence in public.

but will not yield herself to cohabitation - because of her childhood, she has
not yet acquired the inclination; therefore, there is no concern of an easily
swayed maind, for she will not be easily seduced.
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3. Tur EH 22

The Rambam wrote: One woman may not be secluded with many men
unless there I one of the men’s wives present. So too one man may not be
secluded even with many men. Many women with many men, we are
not concerned with seclusion.

I do not understand his words: Since he prohibits one woman
[from being secluded] with many men, what difference does it
make that the wife of one of them is present? The remains a
concern regarding the others!
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4. Beit Yosef EH 22

This that our Master {the Tur} asked in wonderment, “what
difference does it make that the wife of one of them is present? The
remains a concern regarding the others!”, one can answer that since
this one’s wife will not act immorally due to her husband who is
present, her fellow will also not act immorally, for she is afraid
that this woman and her husband will reveal her secret.
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
