Foundations of Halacha 22.3 - Repair of Utensils

1. Mishna Shabbat 146a

Mishna: A person may break open a cask in order to eat dried figs
from it, provided that he does not intend to make a vessel. One
may not perforate the bung of a cask - [these are] the words of
Rabbi Yehudah; however, the Sages permit it. [All agree that] one
may not perforate it in its side. If [the cask] was perforated, he
may not place wax upon, because he smoothes it. Rabbi Yehudah
said; [Such] an incident came before Rabbi Yochanan ben Zakkai
in Arav, and he said: I fear on his account from [liability for] a sin
offering.

Gemara: Rabbi Oshaya said: This was taught only regarding
pressed [figs], but not [to open a cask of] loose [figs]....

One Baraita teaches: [regarding] baskets of dried figs or dates: One
may untie, unravel or cut [the ropes binding them]; in another it is
taught: One may untie [the ropes], but not unravel or cut them. There
is no difficulty: this is [in accordance with the opinion of] the
Sages; the other is [in accordance with the opinion of] Rabbi
Nechemiah, for it was taught in a Baraita: Rabbi Nechemiah says:
Even a spoon, even a cloak, even a knife - may be handled only for their
use.

They inquired of Rav Sheishes: What [is the law] regarding
perforating a cask with a spear on Shabbat? {Do we say that] he
intends to [make a new] opening, and it is forbidden, or perhaps
he intends [to let the wine flow] generously, and it is permitted?
He said to them: he intends to [make a new] opening, and it is
forbidden. They challenged him from a Baraita: Rabban Shimon
ben Gamliel says: A person may bring a cask of wine and sever its top
with a sword. -? - There, it is certain that he intends [to let the wine
flow] generously; here if it were so that he intends [to let the wine
flow] generously, let him open [the cask].

...The Rabbis taught: One may not make a new hole on Shabbat, but if
one comes to enlarge [an existing hole], he may enlarge it. Some say one
may not enlarge. However, all agree that it is altogether permissible to
reopen an old hole. [According to the] first Tanna, what is the
difference [that accounts for the ruling] that one may not make a
new hole? Because he is fashioning an opening. In enlarging, one
is also fashioning an opening! Rabbah said: By Biblical law, any
opening that is not made for bringing in as well as taking out is
not [considered] an opening, and it is the Rabbis who decreed on
account of [the case of] the chicken coop, where [the hole] is made
to bring air in and to take vapors out. but if one comes to enlarge
[an existing hole], he may enlarge it for certainly, regarding
enlarging, no one will come to enlarge [the hole] in the chicken
coop.
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2. Gemara Eruvin 34b 2 7MY 75 N7 192179 noon YHas 7iebn

Mishna: If he placed [the Eruv] in a closet and then lost the key,
this is a valid Eruv. Rabbi Eliezer says: If he does not know that
the key is in its place - it is not a valid Eruv.
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Gemara: But why? He is in one place and his Eruv is in another
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
