Foundations of Halacha 23.1 - Making Up for Missed Readings

1. Gemara Bava Kamma 82a

Ezra enacted ten regulations: That [the congregation] reads [the
Torah] at Mincha on Shabbat; and they shall read on Monday and
Thursday...
That [the congregation] reads [the Torah] at Mincha on Shabbat - on
account of the idlers. and they shall read on Monday and Thursday -
Ezra instituted this? Why, it was instituted at the outset! As it was
taught in a Baraita:
“and they went for three days in the wilderness but did not find
water” The expounders of verses stated: There is no
“water” other than Torah, as it says, “Ho! Everyone who is
thirsty, go to the water.” Since [the Israelites] went three
days without Torah, they became exhausted. The
prophets among them arose and instituted for them that
they shall read on Shabbat, suspend it on Sunday, read on
Monday, suspend it on Tuesday and Wednesday, read it
on Thursday, and suspend it on Friday - so that they will
not be kept for three days without Torah. -? -
Originally, they instituted that one man [read] three verses, or,
alternatively, three men [read] three verses, corresponding the
Kohanim, Leviim and Yisraelim. {Ezra] came and instituted that
three men [read], and [that they read] ten verses, corresponding to
the ten unoccupied men.

Mishna. On Monday and Thursday, and on Shabbat at Mincha, -
we read according to their order, but these readings do not count
in the schedule.

Gemara (31b). Rabbi Zeira said: The Halacha is: The place where
we leave off on Shabbat morning, there we [begin to] read at
Mincha, on Monday and Thursday and on the following Shabbat.

The place where we leave off on Shabbat morning, there we
[begin to] read at Mincha, on Monday and Thursday and on the
following Shabbat. Gloss: If they neglected on one Shabbat the
congregational reading, they should read that portion on the following
Shabbat along with the portion which relates to that [next] Shabbat.

If they neglected... As is written regarding prayer, “If one erred and
did not pray...”

neglected on one Shabbat - The same ruling applies if they began
but did not finish because of strife. However, if there were two
portions adjoined on that Shabbat on which they neglected [the
reading], we do not read three [portions] on the next Shabbat; for
we never find that we read three. One cannot say, “Let them read
at least two” for there is no such thing as a partial restitution. (In
Hagahot Minhagim, he writes, “His words do not appear correct in
my eyes.”) If they neglected to read Parshat Vayechi, it should not
be read together with Parashat Shemot, for when two portions are
read, one man must be called up to read from the end of the first
portion through the beginning of the second portion, so that they
will be attached, and this is not proper to do with two Books.

they should read that portion... It is written in Hagahot
Minhagim the following language, “Maharam Mintz
differentiated that [this applies only to two portions, but
regarding three portions, for example, if on the previous
Shabbat there were double, [this does] not [apply.]
However, his words do not appear correct in my
eyes.”...And so is his reasoning logical that no portion
should be skipped...All the more so when two [portions] are
adjoined on this Shabbat, that we read the portion of the
past Shabbat. According to this, it appears to me that the
same ruling applies when they neglected [to read on] two or
three Shabbatot - they should read all the portions that they
neglected at one time...

2. If [the reader] skipped over one verse and did not read it: If it
occurred at Mincha on Shabbat or [at the reading] on Monday or
Thursday, if he read ten verses beside the omitted verse, he
should not go back and read it. If not, he should go back and read
it. However, if it occurred [at the reading at Shacharit] on
Shabbat, even if he omitted a single verse, he should go back and
read it. Even if the Torah has been returned and Kaddish has
been said, he should go back and read that verse and two others
with it. Even if the Haftarah has been read and Musaf has been
prayed, he should go back and read.

The reading for Festivals has the same ruling as the reading at
Mincha on Shabbat or on Monday and Thursday, for they have
already read those portions on the Shabbatot on which they occur.

7. If one [of those called up] read [only] two verses, he must go
back and read again. If, between the three of them, they only read
nine verses, three for each one, they required to go back and read.
