Foundations of Halacha 24.1 - Dealing with Snow and Ice

It is permitted to place a utensil on Shabbat underneath
dripping water, and if it is filled, one may pour [out the
contents] and return it to its place. However, this is only if
the dripping water is fit for one to wash with...

for one to wash with - For rain that has fallen is not classified as Muktzah
or Nolad, and one may therefore drink it or wash with it. The same ruling
applies if the water is only fit for animals to drink.
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3. Rambam Hilchot Shabbat 7:6

So one who takes milk...and forms it into cheese is liable for [the
Melacha of Building, for anyone who gathers one part to another
and sticks all together until they become one body - this is similar
to building.
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4. Shulchan Aruch OC 320:9

One may not crush snow or hail on Shabbat. That is, breaking
them into small pieces so that the water will [melt] and flow.
However, one may put them into a cup of wine or water without
compunction and they will melt there on their own. Likewise, if
one put them in front of a fire and they thawed, it is permitted.

[ice], even though a little water will flow as a result, since one does not
intend this. Furthermore, the water will go to waste.

3%, The water - for this action resembles a Melacha since one creates
this water, and it is prohibited by the Sages. Alternatively, it is a decree
lest one may squeeze out fruit that are intended to be used for their juice.
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6. Shulchan Aruch OC 318:16

It is permitted to put empanada in front of a fire [on Shabbat] in a
spot [where it will reach a temperature] of yad soledet {one’s hand
will jerk away} even though the congealed fat inside it will melt
again. Gloss: This is certainly permitted in the case of a dish that
contains sauce as well as congealed fat, for, when the fat melts, it will not
be noticeable on its own. There are authorities who are stringent, and it
is the practice to be stringent. Nevertheless, when necessary, one may
rely on the first opinion.

=p. There are authorities who are stringent - They are of the opinion that
the prohibition against Nolad is relevant in this case, and even in a dish
where the fat will mix with the sauce. This does not resemble this ruling
that one may put the hail into a cup, for there, the hail is not noticeable at
all when it melts inside the cup, whereas molten fat floats to the top and is
noticeable. According to this opinion, even to put it in the sun so that it
will melt is also prohibited.

The Acharonim {later authorities} write that it is permitted according to all
to stand a pitcher of water or [some other] liquid that had solidified on top,
in a warm place where it will not reach yad soledet, for when the ice
melts, it will immediately mix with the liquid underneath it and will not be
noticeable.
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
