Foundations of Halacha 29.4 - Kiddush in Shul

1. Shulchan Aruch OC 273:3-5

3 One who recites Kiddush and does not /subsequently/ eat a
meal (11) has not even fulfilled his obligation to /recite/
Kiddush. Gloss: One must eat (12) immediately in that place where
the Kiddush [is recited/, (13) or else have an intention /at the time
the Kiddush is recited/ to eat there immediately. (14) For otherwise,
even if Jeventually/ he does eat in that [same/ place where the
Kiddush was recited, the obligation [to say Kiddush/ has not been
fulfilled. (...) If [when reciting Kiddush/ one’s intention is not to eat
(15) in that place immediately, but he then changes his mind and
does eat [there immediately/, his obligation [to recite Kiddush/ is

fulfilled. (....)

4 One may (16) recite Kiddush for others even if he does not
eat (17) together with them, since, for /the others/, it is the
place where /their/ meal is held. Even though /, generally,/
one cannot make the blessing /Borey Peri Ha-Gafen/ on wine
and thereby free others of their obligation to make this
blessing if he does not /himself desire to/ partake /of the wine
at that time/ (18) together with the others /, one may
nonetheless do so for the Borey Peri Ha-Gafen blessing which
precedes the Kiddush./ For since this Borey Peri Ha-Gafen is
required to be said with the Kiddush, it has the same status as
the Kiddush blessing; /consequently,/ one may make /the
blessing over wine/ to free others even though he does not
/himself/ partake /of the wine at that time/. 2* Gloss: One may
do so (19) even for the daytime Kiddush [recited/ on Shabbos
morning. (...)/But/ (20) this is provided that /the others/ do not
know /how to recite Kiddush themselves/. If /the one who
recites the Kiddush for the others/ has not yet said Kiddush
for himself, he must be careful not to partake /of the wine at
that time/ with them, since it is forbidden to partake /of
anything/ until one recites Kiddush in the place where his
meal will be /held/.

5 /With reference to the law/ that Kiddush can only be
/recited/ where the meal is /held/, the Geonim write that even
if one eats /only/ (21) a small amount /of food/, or drinks a cup
of wine, /of sufficient quantity/ to require (22) an /after-/
blessing to be made /following/ it, he has fulfilled his
obligation to /recite/ Kiddush in the place where the meal is
/held/, (23) and he may /then/ conclude his meal (24) in
another place. However, this is only if he eats bread (25) or
drinks wine, but if he eats (26) fruit, this is not so. Gloss: In
accordance with this, on Shabbos morning it is permitted for a
mohel or a sandak to drink of the cup of /wine over which the
blessing after the/ circumcision [is recited/ if (27) the /above
minimum/ measure is drunk. (...) Nevertheless, it is customary to
give [the wine/ to a child. 3* (...)
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2. Bavli Pesachim 100b — 102a

Regarding those people who made Kiddush in the Synagogue:
Rav said: The obligation for [a blessing on] wine they have not
fulfilled; the obligation [to make] Kiddush, they have fulfilled.
Shmuel said: Even the obligation for Kiddush, they have not
fulfilled.

But according to Rav, why should he recite Kiddush at home? In
order to fulfill the obligation of his children and members of his
household.

According to Shmuel, why do I need to recite Kiddush in the
synagogue? To fulfill the obligation for guests who eat, drink
and sleep in the synagogue.
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3. Shulchan Aruch OC 269:1

We have the custom of recting Kiddush in the synagogue. The
one who recites Kiddush should not taste the wine; rather he
should give it to a minor to taste, for Kiddush is only [valid] in
the place where a meal will be eaten. Originally, it was only
established for the sake of guests who would eat and sleep in the
synagogue, in order that they fulfill their obligation [to recite
Kiddush]. Now, even though guests do not eat in the synagogue,
the decree was not annulled. This is the reason of those places
that have the custom of reciting Kiddush in the synagogue.
However, it is better to adopt the custom of (n) not reciting
Kiddush in the synagogue, and such is the custom in Israel.

Rema People have the custom of (1) standing during the recitation
of Kiddush in the synagogue.
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4. Mishna Brurah

(4) To have them fulfill their obligation. Even though he who makes
Kiddush does not fulfill his own obligation, he may make Kiddush for others
fand they thereby fulfill their obligation/, as is explained in Sec. 273. For
where Kiddush is concerned, one may make a blessing for others even
though one does not eat with them.
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(M) not reciting Kiddush - In our provinces, they have the custom of
reciting Kiddush in the synagogue on Shabbat and Festivals; only on the
first night[s] of Pesach should they not recite Kiddush in the synagogue.
We seek to acquire wine, and have the custom to purchase the mitzvah of
being the one to provide wine for the synagogue for Kiddush and Havdalah.
The custom should not be abolished, since many Geonim {Sages}
established it, as Rashb"a writes.

(1) standing — The early authorities said that this helps for fatigue of the
knees.
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
