Foundations of Halacha 30.4 - Washing Dishes

1. Gemara Shabbat 114b

R. Zera said in R. Huna's name — others state, R.
Abba said in R. Huna's name: If the Day of
Atonement falls on the Sabbath, the trimming of
vegetables is forbidden.
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2. Rashi

The trimming of vegetables is forbidden. - It does
not need to be said that on a regular Shabbat, it is
forbidden, for he is exerting himself on Shabbat to
prepare for a weekday; but even today [Yom Kippur]
where there is a command to afflict oneself - as we
see that on a regular Yom Kippur, where other
Rabbinic prohibitions apply, this one is permitted -
now that it falls on Shabbat, the Rabbis did not
permit it.
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3. Gemara Shabbat 118a

Our Rabbis taught: The plates in which one eats in
the evening [Friday night] may be washed for eating
in them in the morning; [those which are used] in the
morning may be washed to eat in them at midday;
[those used] at midday are washed to eat in them at
minhah; but from minhah and onwards they may no
longer he washed; but goblets, [drink-]ladles and
flasks, one may go on washing [them] all day,
because there is no fixed time for drinking.

4, Shulchan Aruch OC 323:6

One may wash dishes for that day’s need, for
example, if there is still another meal for him to eat.
However, after the Third Meal, one may not wash
them. Drinking utensils may we washed all day, for
the entire day is a fitting time for drinking.
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5. Mishnah Berurah

(28) if there is still another meal - If he knows that
he will not need these utensils again [on that
Shabbat], it is prohibited to wash them, because it is
exertion [not for a Shabbat need]. In the converse, if
he knows that he will need them, for example, that
he wishes to eat again, even after Seudah Shlishit, it
is permitted [to wash them]. The language here in
the Shulchan Aruch refers to a regular case (where he
has no such interest).
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6. Shulchan Aruch OC 290:1

1. One should (1) partake of numerous fruits,
delicacies and odoriferous species /during Shabbos/,
so as to complete (2) the minimum /daily
requirement / of a hundred blessings.

Gloss: If one usually sleeps during the afternoon, (3) one
should not omit this /on Shabbos/, (4) since /sleeping/
constitutes a pleasure for him. (...)
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7. Mishnah Berurah

(4) Since... pleasure, etc. However, one may not say
/to his friend/, "Let us go and sleep, that we will be
able to do our work on Motsa’ey Shabbat (the night
after Shabbos).", for this shows that he is resting or
sleeping for the sake of the weekdays.
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
