Foundations of Halacha 31.1 - The Chazan’s Repetition

1. Gemara Rosh Hashanah 33b

MISHNAH. The order of the blasts consists of three sets of
three each. The length of a teki'ah is equal to three teru’ahs,
and the length of a teru’ah to three yebaboth. If one blew
the first feki’ah [as usual] and prolonged the second so as to
make it equal to two, it counts only as one. If one has said
the [nine] blessings and then procures a shofar, he sounds a
teki’ah teru’ah teki’ah three times. Just as the congregational
reader is under obligation, so every individual is under
obligation. Rabban Gamaliel, however, said that the
congregational reader clears the whole congregation of
their obligation.
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2. Gemara Rosh Hashanah 34b

JUST AS THE CONGREGATIONAL READER IS UNDER
OBLIGATION, SO EVERY INDIVIDUAL etc. It has been
taught: ‘They said to Rabban Gamaliel: Accepting your
view, why do the congregation [first] say the ["Amidah]
prayer? He replied, So as to give the reader time to prepare
his prayer. Rabban Gamaliel then said to them: Accepting
your view, why does the reader go down [and stand]

before the Ark? They replied: So as to clear from his
obligation one who is not familiar [with the prayers]. He
said to them: Just as he clears one who is not familiar, so he
clears one who is familiar’.
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3. Gemara Berachot 29b

R. Tanhum said in the name of R. Assi quoting R. Joshua b.
Levi: If one made a mistake and did not mention the New
Moon in the ‘Abodah benediction, he goes back to the
‘Abodah. If he remembered in the ‘thanksgiving’, he goes
back to the ‘Abodah; if he remembers in ‘grant peace’, he
goes back to the “Abodah. If he has finished, he goes back
to the beginning. R. Papa son of R. Aha b. Ada said: In
saying that if he has finished he goes back to the beginning,
we mean only, if he has moved his feet; but if he has not yet
moved his feet he goes back to the “Abodah.

IF ONE MADE A MISTAKE AND DID NOT MENTION

THE NEW MOON IN THE "ABODAH BENEDICTION, HE
GOES BACK TO THE ‘“ABODAH. - In Halachot Gedolot, he
rules that this applies only to one praying individually;
however, one praying in a congregation does not go back,
for he hears [the missing part] from the prayer leader.
However, he must apply his mind to every letter of prayer
that the prayer leader says....Rabbi Meir ruled that this
applies only to one who forgot to mention the New Moon,
but one who forgot an entire blessing, we make him go
back, and he is not cleared with his hearing the prayer
leader.
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5. Shulchan Aruch OC 124:1-3

1 After the congregation have finished their /praying of the
Amidah/ prayer, the prayer leader should repeat the
prayer. /The purpose of this repetition of the prayer is/ that
if there is somebody /present/ (1) who does not know how
to pray /the prayer/, (2) he can apply his mind to what /the
prayer leader/ is saying and thereby fulfill 1* /his
obligation/. A person who fulfills /his obligation/ by means
of the prayer of the prayer leader, must apply his mind to
everything that the prayer leader says from beginning to
end. (3) He may not make an interruption and may not
speak and must step three steps backwards /at the end of
the prayer/, just like a person who prays for himself.

2 When a prayer leader enters the Synagogue and discovers
that the congregation have /already/ prayed /the Amidah
prayer/ silently (4) and he needs to officiate before the
/Holy/ Ark immediately, he should approach 2* before the
/Holy/ Ark and pray aloud 3* for the congregation. (5) He
does not need to pray /the prayer/ again silently. Gloss:
Likewise, when it is (6) a time of pressing [need/, such as when
they are afraid (7) that the time for [praying/ the prayer will
elapse [before they have prayed it, the prayer leader/ may pray
immediately aloud (8) and the congregation should pray
[together/ with him silently, word by word until after [the words/
(9) WiTRn Ypn.(10) It is desirable that there should be at least one
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[person/ who will respond ya to /the blessings of/ the prayer leader. (...)

3 When a community have prayed/ the Amidah prayer, then/, although they are all capable of /praying/ the prayer
/for themselves,/ a prayer leader should approach 2* /before the Holy Ark/ and pray /the prayer/ again in order to
fulfill (12) the ordainment of the Sages. Gloss: If there are individuals in the community who take long over their prayer,
the prayer leader should not wait for them [before he starts to repeat the prayer/. | This applies/ even if they are (13) the city
notables. Likewise, (14) once there is a minyan in the Synagogue, (15) they should not wait /before they start praying/ for a

notable or distinguished person who has not yet arrived. (...)

6. Shulchan Aruch OC 124:10

10 If someone forgot himself and did not say /the prayer/
Ya’aleh Ve-Yavo on Rosh Chodesh or Chol Ha-Mo’ed or
[/forgot to say/ (39) anything else for which one is required
to go back /and pray again if he omitted it/, (40) he should
apply his mind to hearing all eighteen blessings 7* /said/ by
the prayer leader, (41) from the beginning to the end, like a
person who prays for himself, without making an
interruption or conversing. /At the end of the prayer/ he
should step backwards three steps. For since he already
prayed /the prayer/, but /merely/ forgot to include /the
prayer he omitted/, the prayer leader can /make his prayer/
serve for him to fulfill /his obligation/, even though he is
capable /of praying the prayer himself/.
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
