Foundations of Halacha 32.4 - Discounts

1. Mishna Bava Metziah 65a

MISHNAH. Rent may be increased, but not the purchase price.
E.g., if a man rents his court, and says to him [the tenant], ‘if you
pay me now [for the year], you can have it for ten sela's per
annum; if monthly, at a sela” per month — that is permitted. If he
sells his field, and says to him [the purchaser], “if you pay me now,
it is yours for a thousand zuz; but if at harvest time, for twelve
manehs’ — that is forbidden.
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2. Shulchan Aruch YD 173:1

If one sold to his fellow an object worth 10 gold pieces for 12
because he will wait for him [to pay], it is forbidden [to do so],
even if the seller is wealthy and does not need the money
[immediately], and the merchandise would not have depreciated
had he kept it. The above was stated in reference to: an object that
has a known market value or an object whose estimated value is
known, such as pepper or wax; however, a garment or the such,
which has neither has a known market value nor a known
estimated value, may be sold at a premium to pay at X time,
providing that he does not say to him explicitly, “If you pay me
immediately, it is yours for 10 gold pieces, but if you pay after Y
time, it is 12.” There is an opinion that says that even if he does
not state [the terms] explicitly, it only permissible if he raises the
price slightly; however, if he raises it exceedingly to the extent
where it is apparent to all that it is due to waiting for the money
that he is raising it, it is as if he spelled it out, and is prohibited.
Gloss: An object which is sold for 10, but at times, when officers come to
the city, it is sold for 12 - if it is commonplace at most times that the
officers come to the city, it is permissible to sell it for 12.

3. Shulchan Aruch YD 173:2

If he had produce that , if he would want to sell them in the
marketplace and take payment immediately, he could sell them for
10, but if the buyer solicited him to sell them, and is willing to pay
immediately, he would buy them for 12, it is permissible [to sell
them on credit for 12].
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4. 173:3

If one sold merchandise at 12, to be paid at a later time, [the
merchant] may say, “pay me now, and I will only charge you 10.”
Gloss: This applies only when the purchase has already been completed;
however, before the purchase has been completed, if he tells him, “You
can pay me 10 now”, it is subsequently prohibited to take 12 later if the
buyer does not want to pay now.
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5. 173:4
One who has a writ of debt on his fellow, or a verbal loan, is
permitted to sell it to another for a discount, even if the payment is
not yet due, and there is no issue of Ribbis. This is provided that
the liability for the writ and for the loan is on the purchaser, for
example, if the borrower becomes poor, so that he does not have
funds from which to pay, [the purchaser] cannot go back to the
seller....
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
