Foundations of Halacha 8.2 —Articles in Shul

Talit (Prayer Shawl)

1. Shulchan Aruch OC 21:2

Talits used for prayer (v) that have worn out, one must
refrain from using them. He is not permitted (X°) to clean
himself with them or to designate them for a (27)
disgraceful use. Rather, he may(3°) throw them out and let
them disintegrate.

Mishna Berura

v. That have worn out — Pri Megadim writes that with a Talit whose
Tzitzit have broken off, he should not make a pair of pants, because
that is in the category of “disgraceful use”; even from a Talit Katan
{pair of “tzitit"}, it is forbidden.

X*. To Clean — Even the mud from his feet.

2. Disgraceful Use — However, for a use which is not disgraceful,
it is permitted. While the tzitzit are still on it, [it is debated] whether
one is permitted to use the Talit for a use which is not disgraceful:
The opinion of the Olat Tamid is that it is permitted, for the Author [of
the Shulchan Aruch] prohibited only Tzitzit from use.

According to the Taz, it is prohibited. The Pri Megadim agrees,
and writes the in the case of a Talit which is designated for prayer,
the [law concerning the] Talit is just as stringent as [that of] the
Tzitzit.

However, a Talit Katan is obviously permitted to be used for any use which is not disgraceful, even while the Tzitzit are still
on it, for it is an ordinary article of clothing, and may be slept with at night.

3. He may throw them out - that is, in the garbage. Even the
other opinion that prohibits throwing out Tzitzit themselves it seems
admits to this.
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Other Shul Articles

2. Gemara Megilla 26a

Thr Rabbis taught: Articles of Mitzvah — may be
discarded; articles of Holiness — must be buried. The
following are Articles of Mitzvah: Succah, Lulav, Shofar
and Tzitzit. The following are Articles of Holiness: The
sacks of Holy Books, Tefillin and Mezuzot, the cover of a
Torah Scroll, and the case of Tefillin as well as their
straps.
Rava said, “At first, I believed that the Reading Desk is an
Article of an Article [of Holiness], and was permissible
[to be discarded]. Once I saw that they put a Torah scroll
[directly] upon it, I believe it is an Article of Holiness,
and is forbidden [to be discarded].

Rashi - Article of an Article - For one places a

covering over it, and then places the Torah Scroll on it.
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3. Shulchan Aruch OC 154:5

Articles of Holiness, such as: The sacks of Holy Books
and Mezuzot. The straps of Tefillin, the chest in which
they place the Torah Scroll or a Chumash, the bench upon
which they place the Torah Scroll the curtain which they
place in front of the Ark — they have Holiness in them, and
need to be buried.

® Rema This applies only to an article on which they
occasionally place a Holy Object directly, or an article that is
made to glorify [the Holy Object], such as the cover of the
poles of the Torah scroll. However, the protective covering of
that covering, is not called an Article of Holiness, but an
Article of an Article. So, too, all similar cases.

@ Some say that the ark is only called the Holy Ark if it is
made like a chest, that is, it is only made for the honor of the
Torah scrolls, but a closet built into the wall for safekeeping is
not called an Article of Holiness. Certainly, if the scrolls are
deteriorating in this closet, they may be removed.

@ |t is forbidden to wash the cover of a torah scroll using
urine, out of respect.

4. Oruch Hashulchan OC 154:4

The Desk on which the Torah Scroll is placed, since by us
they will not place the scroll there without a table-covering,
the Desk has only the sanctity of the Synagogue. The table
covering is an Article of Holiness. The Curtain [before the
Ark], the cover [of the Ark], the hooks and the rods on
which the curtain hangs have only the sanctity of the
Synagogue. The same is true for the steps approaching the
ark, and the entire structure thereof, as well as the amud
{cantor’s stand}.

5. Oruch Hashulchan OC 154:5

The piece of wood or bone which they fashion like a hand to
show the reader the place of the obligatory reading for that
day — they do not have even the sanctity of the Synagogue,
for they are made merely to be an indicator. Therefore, they
may not make this Hand from the hooks with which they
hang the Curtain, for we may not lower them from their
status of holiness.

It appears that this only applies if they do not hand the
Hand on the Torah scroll. However, by us, where they hand
the Hand on the Scroll for decoration, it is called an Article
of Holiness, and is holier than the hooks.
