Foundations of Halacha 9.2 — Kiddush - The Requirement of Having a Seudah

The Geonim wrote: This that we say that Kiddush is only valid in the
place of a meal — One does not need to complete his entire meal
there; even if he ate a small thing there or drank a cup of wine on
which he has to make an after-blessing, he has fulfilled the
requirement of Kiddush, and he may complete his meal in another
place. This applies only if he ate bread or drank wine, but not if he ate
fruit.

Or Drank Wine — Certainly if he ate pastries from the five types of
grain, he fulfills the requirement, for they are higher on the scale than
wine in terms of being considered a Shabbat meal. However, with beer
or other beverages, even if they were to be “the wine of the province”,
one does not fulfill the requirement of having a meal, for they do not
satiate the heart as well as wine.

Look in the novellae of Rabbi Akiva Eiger, and in Tosefot Shabat, who
prove that according to many early authorities, one does not fuffill the
requirement of having Kiddush in the place of the meal with a cup of
wine. Therefore, it appears that one should not be lenient in this
regard except in a tight situation.
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3. Shulchan Aruch OC 269:1

We have the custom of reciting Kiddush in the synagogue. The
one who recites Kiddush should not taste the wine; rather he
should give it to a minor to taste, for Kiddush is only [valid] in the
place where a meal will be eaten. Originally, it was only
established for the sake of guests who would eat and sleep in the
synagogue, in order that they fulfill their obligation [to recite
Kiddush]. Now, even though guests do not eat in the synagogue,
the decree was not annulled. This is the reason of those places that
have the custom of reciting Kiddush in the synagogue.

However, it is better to adopt the custom of (n) not reciting
Kiddush in the synagogue, and such is the custom in Israel.

Rema People have the custom of (1) standing during the recitation
of Kiddush in the synagogue.

He gives it to a minor to taste — there are those that say that he
should be careful to give it only to a minor who has not reached
the stage of chinuch {training}. However, the Magen Avraham
wrote that it is permissible to give it even to a minor who has
reached that stage. (This is between six and seven, depending on
his aptitude.) In fact, if he gives it to a minor who has not
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reached this stage, the blessing will be for naught, for this child
has not reached the stage of being trained in making blessings.
Even according to the opinion that it is prohibited to actively
feed a minor even things which are only prohibited by the
Rabbis, here it is permissible for many reasons. So too, it is
permissible to feed minors before Kiddush on Shabat morning,
and it is prohibited to make one suffer.

The latter-day authorities wrote: If there is no minor that has
reached the stage of chinuch in the synagogue, the one reciting
Kiddush should drink the requisite amount of a Revi’it {~4
0z.}, so that it can be considered in the place of a meal. He
fulfills his obligation with this Kiddush, and recites the after-
blessing. He should have in mind to fulfill his obligation with
this Kiddush. Nevertheless, he can again make Kiddush in his
house for the members of his household.
